And the
Christian is to take this breach with sin..as seriously
as God does and stop ‘presenting the members of his
body as instruments of unrighteousness’ and start
‘presenting himself to God as one alive from the
dead, and his members as instruments (or servants)
of righteousness to God’ (Rom. 6:13,19). He has
Paul’s own assurance that ‘sin will not lord it over
him” (Rom.
